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DESIGNERS SHARE THEIR INSPIRATIONS FOR THE BEDROOMS
AT KENNEBUNKPORT'S HIDDEN POND

Summer is the season when we spend the most time outdoors, which can be both
exhilarating and yet tiring after a day exploring the beaches or hiking in the
woods. Why not unwind in style? Several top designers share their inspirations
for creating these beautiful yet cozy bedrooms at Hidden Pond Resort, a
collection of 16 cottages in Kennebunkport, Maine.

Inspired by his family’s history of coastal living, Brett Johnson of Maine
Street Design imbued Firefly cottage with classic Maine style. “We created a

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place where, if you did get waylaid in your cottage on a foggy
summer day, you would just feel great curling up with a book,”
Brett says. The iron bed from Rusted Puffin Metal Works
encloses a nest of luxurious bedding, accented by a sisal rug
from Merida Meridian and a custom upholstered chair by
Alfred Upholstering Co.

In the child’s bedroom, two twin beds evoke the fun of
spending summers at camp, while a large custom work table by
New England Cabinetry offers a place to play games.

Elements of green design feature heavily in the cottage as
well. “We certainly had that green mission at heart. Natural
materials and fabrics are innately more comfortable and
luxurious. We used non-VOC paint from C2 Paint, and
another big factor is that all bedding, linens, and cabinets are
made locally,” says Brett.

A combination of natural materials and a fresh, modern
design approach creates stylish results in the Lazy Days
cottage, designed by Favela Chic. The four elements of earth,
fire, air, and water are the main inspirations for the design. “I
wanted to give [the bedroom] a good earthy feel and
incorporate natural elements,” says Krista Stokes, who

led the interior design and art direction.
